The Ther Thiruvila (chariot festival) the most popular of al eventsis avery
colorful ceremony. The glamorously dressed Lord Murugan is brought out and placed on an elaborately designed silver throne. The huge and heavy chariot carrying the statue of God Murugan is paraded along the streets of Nallur. The chariot pulled by arope of thousands of devotees, rich and poor, old and young stand shoulder to shoulder in pulling it giving God Murugan the opportunity to witness the
sincerity and purity of the devotees. By far thisis the premier festival within Jaffna.

*** Kandy Annual Esella Perehara (August 8th to August 17th): The Kandy Esala Perahera (the Esala procession of Kandy) is agrand festival. This historical procession is held annually to pay homage to the Sacred Tooth Relic of Lord Buddha, which is housed at the Sri Dalada Maigawain Kandy. A unigque symbol of Sri Lanka, the procession consists of many traditional local dances such as fire-
dances, whip-dances, Kandyan dances and various other cultural dances, in addition to the elephants who are usually adorned with lavish garments.
